The Laurel Wreath Award is presented to individuals or groups in recognition of unique programs, collaborations, or outreach that have advanced the mission of fraternity.  The Laurel Wreath award is meant to bring attention and awareness to fraternal pursuits which are in the best traditions of our conference. 
In order to submit a nomination for the NIC Medals or the Laurel Wreath please send materials supporting the candidate(s) and a letter endorsing the nomination from the Inter/National organization to NIC Headquarters.  This process is purposefully open to allow for any materials that the nominator believes highlight the efforts of the nominee.
